O Festival Internacional de Trombone privilegiara, por um lado, uma
programacgao de caracter pedagogico, tendo em vista o desenvolvimento
musical e humano de jovens trombonistas, através de diversas atividades
como Masterclasses, Workshops e inUmeros momentos de reflexdo e partilha
de conhecimentos e experiéncias. Por outro lado, propomo-nos a desenvolver
um festival com mais momentos de expressdo artistica e musical, sempre
relacionada com a familia deste instrumento, numa programagdo muito
audaciosa, com grupos convidados nacionais, mais eclética, com géneros que
vdo da musica dita Erudita a Musica Contemporanea.

Estardao presentes trombonistas portugueses das principais escolas,
conservatorios e orquestras portuguesas como trombonistas da Orquestra
Sinfonica Portuguesa, Orquestra Sinfonica do Porto - Casa da Musica, Remix
Ensemble — Casa da MUsica e trombonistas portugueses a trabalhar em
orquestras europeias de referéncia como a Philharmonisches Staatsorchestes
Hamburg (Alemanha), Tonkiinstler-Orchester Niederdsterreich (Austria).

The Festival

Henceforth, the program of the International Trombone Festival will privilege a
pedagogical program, aiming at the musical and human development of young
trombonists through several activities such as Masterclasses,Workshops,
Exhibitions, Collective and Chamber Music Classes and numerous moments
of reflection and sharing of knowledge and experiences.

Notwithstanding, it will also aim to develop a festival with more moments of
artistic and musical expression - always related to this instrument’s family -
with a very audacious and eclectic program, including national guest groups,
with genres ranging from so-called classical music and Contemporary Music.
During these days, the leading Portuguese references of the trombone will be
gathered in Braga, namely the teachers of Higher Education Institutions such
as ESMAE, ESML, ESART, as well as teachers at Conservatories and
Professional Schools, trombonists from the main Portuguese orchestras
(Orguestra Sinfonica Portuguesa, Orquestra Sinfénica do Porto - Casa da
MUsica, Remix Ensemble, Gulbenkian Orchestra) and Portuguese trombonists
working in leading European orchestras such as Philharmonisches
Staatsorchester Hamburg (Germany) and the Tonkiinstler-Orchester
Niederdsterreich (Austria).

GMS tem origem nas iniciais de Grupo
de Metais do Seixal, nome inicial do
grupo fundado em 1989 e que mantem
uma atividade regular até aos dias de
hoje, sendo a mais antiga formagéo do
género da musica de para metais e
ainda em atividade de Portugal.

Ao longo da sua atividade tem-se
apresentado em varios pontos do pais
e estrangeiro participando em festivais,
concursos, programas de radio e
televisdo. Vencedor do PUM_Antena 2
em 1990 (MUsica de Camara) &
reconhecido em 1991 pela Secretaria de
Estado da Cultura, atribuindo ao grupo
a Declaragao de Manifesto Interesse
Cultural, testemunhando o apreco pela
agao desenvolvida no ambito do projeto
de descentralizagdo musical.

Foi-lhe atribuido pela Camara
Municipal do Seixal a Medalha de Mérito
Municipal, como reconhecimento da
sua atividade no ambito e fomento do
gosto pela musica, assim como o
Golfinho de Cristal atribuido pela Regido
de Turismo da Costa Azul. Participou na
gravagéo do CD Fernando Pessoa por
Sinde Filipe, com musica de Laurent
Filipe. O GMS - Quinteto de Metais
langou em 1997 um CD com obras
exclusivas do compositor portugués,
Antonio Vitorino D "Almeida, com o qual
tem o privilégio de trabalhar e se
apresentar em concerto.

GMS originates from the initials Grupo
de Metais do Seixal, name of the
ensemble established in 1989, which
maintains a regular activity until today,
also acknowledged as being the oldest
formation of the brass music genre still
active in Portugal. Throughout its
existence, GMS has performed across
the country and abroad, participating in
festivals, competitions, radio and
television programs. Apart from being a
Prize-winner of PUM_Antena 2 in 1990
(Chamber Music), GMS was recognized
in 1991 by the Secretary of State for
Culture - through a Declaration of
Manifest Cultural Interest - for the
action developed in the scope of the
musical decentralization project.

It was awarded the Medal of Municipal
Merit by the Municipality of Seixal, in
recognition of its activity on the
promotion of music interest and
appreciation, as well as the Crystal
Dolphin awarded by the Costa Azul
Tourism Region. GMS was part of the
CD Fernando Pessoa by Sinde Filipe,
with music by Laurent Filipe.

The GMS - Quinteto de Metais released
in 1997 a CD exclusively with works by
the Portuguese composer Antonio

Vitorino D'Almeida, with whom it has the

privilege of working and performing in
concert.

Taxi Groove € um projeto que nasce de
um grupo de musicos residentes de
Lisboa. Em 2018, com a saida de uma
das bandas residentes do Tokyo Lisboa,
os Impossibly Funky, alguns dos seus
integrantes resolvem criar este novo
projeto, com um reportorio de "covers"
assente no neo-funk norte-americano,
soul e R&B mas com uma roupagem e
abordagem mais jovens. Raissa Bhering,
cantora que se insere em varios
projetos de diversos estilos musicais,
tais como concertos com Anselmo
Ralph, destaca-se neste projeto como
voz principal. Jodo Gaspar, um musico e
produtor multifacetado, ligado a artistas
como Filipe Gongalves e Barbara Tinoco,
em Taxi Groove ocupa a posigao da
guitarra elétrica.

Sandro Félix e André Pimenta, musicos
igualmente destacados pelo trabalho
desempenhado com varios artistas,
incluindo Da Chick e Boss AC na secgao
de sopros (trompete e trombone
respetivamente). Luis Delgado, que nos
ultimos anos tem vindo a crescer pelo
trabalho sistematico que desenvolveu
com celebres nomes, tais como
Mishlawi e Plutonio, demonstra a sua
versatilidade com um leque abrangente
de ritmos na bateria; assim como
André Mendes, que igualmente ligado a
Bridgetown, preenche o espectro
medio-agudo e médio-grave nas teclas.
Gabriel Silva, baixista com uma grande
capacidade de adaptagdo em muitos
projetos musicais, como BIYA e Da

Chick, assume uma presenca
fundamental no baixo-elétrico.

S30 estes os elementos principais dos
Taxi Groove. Passaram a ser 0s
residentes de sexta-feira no Tokyo
Lisboa, sempre bastante empolgados
no desenvolvimento do projeto, tendo ja
participado em inumeros venues por
todo o pais.

Taxi Groove is a project born from a
group of musicians living in Lisbon. In
2018, with the departure of one of the
resident bands (Impossible Funky) of
Tokyo Lisboa, some of its members
decided to create this new project, with
a repertoire of "covers" based on
American neo-funk, soul and R&B but
with a more visual and younger
approach. Raissa Bhering, a singer who
has been involved in several projects of
different musical styles, such as
concerts with Anselmo Ralph, stands
out in this project as the main voice.
Joao Gaspar, a multitalented musician
and producer connected to artists such
as Filipe Goncalves and Barbara Tinoco,
occupies the position of electric guitar
with Taxi Groove. Sandro Félix and André
Pimenta, are musicians also known for
their work with various artists, including
Da Chick and Boss AC in the wind
section (trumpet and trombone
respectively), and now playing with Taxi
Groove. Luis Delgado, who in recent
years has made a name for himself due
to his systematic work with famous
names such as Mishlawi and Pluténio,
demonstrates his versatility with a wide
range of rhythms on the drum-set; as
does André Mendes, who is also
connected to Bridgetown, filling out the
medium-high and medium-low
spectrum on keys. Gabriel Silva, bassist
with a great ability to adapt to many
musical projects, such as BIYA and Da
Chick, assumes a fundamental
presence on the electric bass. These are
the main elements of Taxi Groove. They
have become the Friday’s residents at
Tokyo Lisboa, always very excited about
the development of the project, having
already participated in numerous venues
throughout the country.
